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REGULATIONS

EntreVues, Belfort international film festival, is open to filmmakers of all countries entering a first, second or third work in its category (feature or short film, fiction or documentary). This work must have been produced after May 2009 and not have been commercially distributed in France. However the organization of the festival will be able to accept short films of fiction which would already have been broadcasted on a TV channel if the impact of this broadcasting was considered as minor.

EntreVues will take place in Belfort from November 27th to December 5th, 2010.

ENTRIES

Entries are sent online before September 2nd , 2010  on www.festival.entrevues.com
SELECTION

Screenings for the selection can be made :

- on DVD

- on film (35mm)

Not selected works on DVD will be sent back in the first week of December 2010, only if requested.

COMPETITION

In case of selection, pictures of the film and of the director and seven DVD of the film will be needed.

Screening formats accepted : 35mm, 16mm, Digital BETA, BETA SP, DVCAM. DVD is not accepted as a screening format. Films projected on numerical support will have to be technically in conformity with the technical charges book attached.

EXTRACTS

Clips from the selected films (less than three minutes length) can be used.

JURIES AND AWARDS

Prizes are awarded by juries and audience.
The production company, the distributor and the author of an award-winning film agree to mention this distinction in the material edited for its marketing and in particular on the poster and the press kit of the film.

RERUNS

Selected films can be screened during reruns of the selection in the region of Franche Comté, in Paris, or in the Parisian region.
